I'ederal State Budgetary Educational Institution
of Higher Education «Russian State Agrarian
University — Moscow Timiryazev Agricultural
Academy», represented by Rector Vladimir Iva-
novich Trukhachev, acting on the basis of the
Charter, and Republican State Enterprisec «Na-
tional Center for Biotechnology» under the Sci-
ence Committee of Ministry of Education and
Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan, repre-
sented by Director General E.M. Ramankulov,
acting on the basis of the Charter, conclude this
agreement between Higher Educational Institu-
tions, further only Parties, in order to develop
cooperative relationships in the field of educa-
tion, research, recognize the value of education
and to promote cultural and scientific exchange
between parties, including the work within the
framework of the Research World-class Center

“Agrotechnologies for the Future” (futher only
RWCC).

Article 1

The purpose of this agreement is to facilitate
and to enhance academic cooperation between
Parties in the fields of research, postgraduate
education, quality assurance, institutional devel-
opment, information dissemination, and ex-
change of students, faculty and academic staff.
Projects held within this agreement are covered
and approved by Parties via separate programs
which are considered to be an integral part of

Parties shall endeavor to promote collabora-

Develop-
ment and exchange of scholarly publications,
implementation of seminars, training courses
and conferences are conducted on the basis of
separately settled agreements.

Article 3
Parties will designate the responsible representa-
tives in order to maintain mutual relationships.

Article 4

The parties have agreed that priority coopera-
tion directions are:

in educational sphere:

- participation of Parties’s academic staff and
staff members and students in the conferences,
symposia, seminars and meetings in the Russian
Federation and the Republic of Kazakhstan;

- extended education and short-term trainings for
Parties’s academic staff;

- development and implementation of joint edu-
cation programs and programs of inclusive edu-
cation;

- participation of Parties’s academic staff in
studying process with lecturing on special sub-
jects;

- curricula development, creation of the study
books and tutorials on engineering, information
and communication technologies, exact scienc-
es; ete.

in research sphere:

- development of mutual projects in the sphere
of education and science in order to participate

Parties acknowledge that all visits of staff and
admissions of certified students will be held ac-
cording to visa regulations of the Russian Feder-
ation and the Republic of Kazakhstan.

Article 6
This Agreement is gratuitous and does not imply
financial settlements on it.

All the projects within this Agreement that in-
volve parties funding must be agreed upon in
advance by the persons in charge of the partner
via separate agreement.

Article 7

Parties will inform one another regularly about
programs and courses, seminars, colloquia and
scientific symposia organized at the respective
Parties. Parties will exchange relevant documen-
tation and publications issued on these arrange-
ments, without any charge from the receiving
institution.

Article 8

The agreement becomes valid when signed
and it remains in force during five (5) years.

The Agreement will be automatically re-
newed for the same period and on the same con-
ditions, unless either Party will send the other
one a written notification of its intention to ter-
minate it within 2 (two) months before the expi-
ration of the next period.

Article 9

All changes in this Agreement content
should be approved by both Parties in writing.

A termination of the Agreement requires
notification in writing not later than one (1)
month before cancellation of the existing
Agreement and cancelation of the existing pro-
grams.
